Our Access to Higher Education qualifications are a great stepping stone into higher 
education or your dream career.

If you’re aged 19 – 23, you will be eligible to study an access course for free if you 
meet one of the following criteria:
• Studying your first level 3 (or higher) qualification or,
• Employed with a sole income of less than £25,000 or,
• Unemployed and claiming an income-based benefit or,
• Unemployed and not claiming any benefits.
If you do not meet the above criteria or you are aged 24 or above, you can apply for 

an Advanced Learner Loan (ALL), which will cover the full cost of the course. You don’t 
start repaying your loan until you earn over £25,000 per year and, as an exclusive 
benefit for Access to Higher Education courses only, your ALL will be abolished (i.e. you 
don’t have to pay it back) if you progress onto and complete a degree!
